th
 1976, Wilsden Village hall has grown from humble beginnings as a small group’s dream, to becoming the focal point of many village activities. Not only is the hall home to many groups

here will these groups go should the hall close?
The hall does not receive wealthy grants or funding from the council or other sources. We are not like the charities reported in the news that had major funding cuts; we never had them in the first place. In its formative years the hall was almost a joint venture with Bradford Council
, which is why we are so large. It was bigger to accommodate the Council’s wish for library space and youth services. This came to an abrupt end in 1998, when partial funding to aid staff and running costs ceased. This left a deficit of funds for the hall to find. After months of protests some funding was reinstated and today stands at 
only
 £3000 per Annum. Along with library services, this is also due to end. 
The support of village users and residents has been instrumental in the survival of the hall so far and for that we are grateful, but we face difficult times. You may not currently use the hall but if you live in this village
,
 community is probably the reason you came here and you may wish to use it in the future. If you look at other village halls you can see just how lucky we are to have a facility so large, versatile and well kept. 
We need your help to remain like this.
