ithin a kilometre or so of the Village Hall, lies over 13km of paths and ways criss-crossing a countryside we should value. In recent days the Bradford Rights of Way Service has been trimming some of the more overgrown paths and there is nothing to stop us enjoying our rural surroundings. So on these glorious summer days and evenings, why not get out for a stroll and enjoy what is on offer. The hairbell meadow high up the hill from Bents Head and the view from the top, including a kestrel, made one walk worth while for me.
All of the paths are shown in Wilsden’s own footpath map, available at the Post Office, and the wider area on Ordnance Survey Explorer 288 map of Bradford. Another source for those of you online is the Council’s Map of Paths covering the whole Metropolitan District which zooms to give greater detail; go to 

www.bradford.gov.uk/environment/planning/rightsofway. The digital GIS map page also contains an E-mail link, should you need to report a query or problem. Whilst online you could also download a series of illustrated walk sheets.
Now you know where to go please follow the country code and remember our farmers look after the countryside and we should respect their land and animals. If you are taking a dog with you take care, especially where cattle are present and use available advice, e.g. internet.
